Dear Colleagues,

We are pleased to announce that the 10 *h annual Capital District Construction Ca-

reer Days (CDCCD) will be held on April 27 -28, 2011, at the Eastern New York La-
borersdé6 Training Facility in Glenmont.
yearodos tremendous success that exposed

many opportunities available in the construction industry.

During the two day event, students are allowed to operate various pieces of equip-
ment, such as skid steers, mini -excavators and backhoes. They experience hands -on
exhibits in various areas, such as survey operations, crane simulation, perform
sheet-rock and taping, and many other construction related crafts. In addition, stu-
dents are exposed to a career fair hosted by representatives from the Contracting
Community, Unions, State Agencies and Trade Organizations. The students are

also made aware of the importance of Work Zone Safety and the consequences of
distracted driving through Safety Videos, the Seat -Belt Convincer and numerous
handouts and displays. Due to the growing success of this event, there is an in-
creased need for volunteers to be Tour Guides and Equipment Operators.

Tour Guide : Students are broken down in groups of 10 -15 as they exit
the bus. A tour guide is assigned to each group and is given a sched-

ule. The day consists of 4 activities: exhibit hall, heavy equipment,

hands -on demonstration and lunch.

Equipment Operator  : Must be experienced in the operation of vari-
ous heavy highway equipment, such as Backhoes, Excavators, Dozer,
etc. Each Operator is assigned a piece of equipment. Under the di-
rect supervision of the Operator the student will be allowed to oper-

ate the equipment on their own.
